Believers’ Application: 
 

Let’s remind ourselves more about John the Baptist’s ministry. Let’s read about some of those things he had told 
the people of this area about Jesus and His person! Read John 1:19-34. You know, three years later, the people 
remembered those statements, and they believed in Jesus. 

●​ They understood the phrase, “Behold the Lamb of God, which taketh away the sin of the world.” – 
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●​ But the people also remembered and understood the phrase of John the Baptist, “I saw, and bear 
record that this is the Son of God.”  

How about you? Have you come to believe that Jesus is the Son of God?  Have you agreed with God about 
your need for Jesus to die to take away your sins? You too must hear and believe the simple ABCs of Salvation: 
 
A – Admit you are a sinner - “For all have sinned and come short of the glory of God” Romans 3:23 
                                                                                                                                                                                  
B – Believe that Jesus Christ is the Son of God and that He died for your sins - “But God commendedth 
(Lit. - demonstrated) his love toward us, in that, while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us.” Romans 5:8   
                                                                                                                                                                                  
C – Confess your faith and surrender your life to Jesus! “That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord 
Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that God hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved: For with the 
heart man believeth unto righteousness; and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation. For the scripture 
saith, Whosoever believeth on Him shall not be ashamed.” Romans 10:9-11

you salt and light? Is your testimony, like that of John the Baptist, influencing others to believe in Him? Let’s be 
that kind of influencer!
